
DIY ZIG-ZAG SOFA

A modern DIY sofa made from plywood, 2x4s, and 2x10s.

STEP 2. CUT THE PLYWOOD
I used my circular saw with the blade set at an angle to cut 3/4” plywood.  I cut all of the plywood pieces 6 feet long.
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STEP 1. CUT THE 2x4s AND 2x10s
I used a pencil and straight edge to draw out the shape of these pieces on a 2x10 and then cut them out with a circular saw.
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STEP 3. ASSEMBLE THE FRAMES
I used construction adhesive and screws 
to assemble the frames.

STEP 4. SCREW THE PLYWOOD ONTO THE FRAMES
I used 2” long finish screws to screw the plywood 
onto the frames.

Center line for screw placement is 
3-3/4” in from the edges

STEP 4. ADD CUSHIONS AND ENJOY!
I made leather-covered foam cushions but ready-made cushions would also work.
 - Dimensions  for seat cushion: 3" x 24" x 66"
 - Dimensions  for back cushion: 3" x 18" x 66"
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
